1. In AE 578D, the Commission scheduled the January 2019 Commission hearings to take place
28 January — 1 February 20192 at the U.S. Naval Station, Guantanamo Bay, Cuba. This Docket
Order schedules an additional in camera Military Commission Rule of Evidence (M.C.R.E.)
505(h) hearing on Friday, 25 January 2019 at the Defense Intelligence Agency (DIA) Facility
at Patriot Place (12310 Sunrise Valley Drive), Reston, Virginia 20191. The hearing will begin at
1000.
2. In due course, the Commission will publish a docket order setting forth the motions that will
be addressed during the 28 January — 1 February 2019 hearings. M.C.R.E. 505(h)(1)(A) and (B)
authorize any party to request the Commission to conduct a M.C.R.E. 505(h) hearing to address
classified information in M.C.R.E. 505(g)(1) notices filed for the motion series that will be listed
in the forthcoming Docket Order. The 25 January 2019 hearing date is scheduled now to
accommodate any such request for a M.C.R.E. 505(h) hearing.
3. ORDER: No later than 7 December 2018, the Government will:

a. coordinate with the DIA Facility to schedule the M.C.R.E. 505(h) hearing on

25 January 2019;

2 The originally scheduled hearing dates were from 28 January 2019 — 8 February 2019.
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b. identify a primary and alternate point of contact (POC) in charge of coordinating the
M.C.R.E. 505(h) hearing, to include business telephone number(s) and email address. The POC
will learn all the administrative, logistical, and security requirements necessary for the parties to
gain access to the DIA Facility; and

c. Prepare a detailed memorandum of instruction to the Commission and to the parties
setting forth all administrative, logistical, and security requirements for access into the DIA
Facility and the secure facility where the M.C.R.E. 505(h) hearing will be held. This
memorandum will include instructions regarding transportation to the DIA Facility, requirements
for parking, security clearance verification, processing visitor requests for participants without
DIA Facility access, secure facility access rosters, and courier order/card requirements for the
transportation of classified information to and from the DIA Facility, and any other necessary
requirements. The memorandum of instruction will include any suspense dates necessary for
required actions. The POC will be available to address any questions or concerns regarding the

DIA Facility.
